Volunteer/Campaign Activities Form

Volunteer hours measure the influence of Republican women in the election process.  ARW and TFRW deserve recognition for the tremendous contributions our members make toward getting Republicans elected!  To receive the award recognition that clubs and individuals deserve, members must report volunteer hours.  Don’t hide under a bushel! This accounting demonstrates not only our club’s, but also TFRW’s, strength and influence in the Republican Party.


The Individual Record of Volunteer/Campaign Activities Form is a tool to use for tracking your hours.  This form can also give you ideas for volunteering.  Below are some of the policies; additional policy information is in your handbook.


How to get started? There are many places to volunteer; serving on ARW committees/board, your neighborhood and precinct, working for candidates, your county Republican party, being a Citizen lobbyist, helping with fundraisers, etc. First, know your precinct number and voting district for Senatorial, Congressional, and TX Representative.  This information can be found easily at Travis County Republican Party (traviscountygop.org).


Second, use ARW website to 1) contact our Board and Committee members to serve with us to build a strong club, 2) contact candidates for volunteering, 3) training opportunities by TFRW .  ARW will send out emails asking for volunteers as candidates contact us with their needs.


Third, a good place to start is in your neighborhood.  Contact your Precinct Chairman and offer to help and possibly be a Block Captain.  This is grassroots at it’s best. You know your neighbors and the area; this makes for easy contacts, especially when elections roll around.  Travis County Republican Party (TCRP) offers training for precinct chairs, block captains, phone calling, and other training to meet the needs of elections and candidates.


Fourth, we encourage you to get involved, use your talents, and serve your community.  Still not sure, got questions, just ask any ARW Board or Committee member.  We want to help you get connected!
Policy for Counting Volunteer/Campaign Hours:
1. Any work done to promote the Republican party - include work done at home, such as mailings; preparing campaign posters or signs; telephoning; emails, written letters or fax - solicited by a candidate/campaign or supporting the Republican platform.

2. Traveling from event to event (campaigns, headquarters, pct meetings, Federation conferences, etc.).

3. ONLY count hours pertaining to non-paid political activities. Hours as Election Judge, Clerk, and Poll Watcher count ONLY if pay is turned over to a county party, your local Federated Republican Women's Club, a candidate or the TFRW PAC. 

4. Count hours spent working at a special event or organizing the event (examples-fundraisers, campaign rally, etc). BUT NOT if you attend as a guest or if you are compensated for the event.

5. You may count hours spent as members of county or state party committees - ONLY during scheduled meeting times. You may include travel. 

6. Volunteer hours done at county, state or Federation headquarters may be counted. BUT NOT for paid staff positions.

7. Male associate members may count volunteer hours and must follow the same rules that apply to regular members. Male candidates cannot count hours working on their campaigns.

8. A dual member's hours are only counted in her primary club.

9. We do not receive credit for community projects such Barbara Bush Literacy, Troop Support Activities, etc.
